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The closer the burn to the core the greater the amount of
the liquefied substance we got and the more intense the
Natures message of depressurization and or compression’s
activity, our Moon became possible as a resul;t of
compressions acgtivity.

After 6 months at Peru, in order to perform research in
regards new subvolcanic activity (two vents) at the
Galapagos rift and the Andes mounntains Volcanic menace,
1 decided to get at the Eastern coast of the USA, because my
research returned indications of the low present liquid gases,
unable to keep the proper pressure anymore causing like
that, the Mid-Atlantic’s Ridge partial sinkage, with the new
subvolcanic vents on the face of that particular Longitute
range, four days after my arrival at the fort Lauderdale |
discovered new subvolcanic vent one degree North of Cuba
and after that within 5 months 4 moire towards the State of
Maine. The facts that followed along with the Sientists
mistakes, allowed me to conclude today that we are really
close to depressurization and or compressions activity.
The remaining liquid gases are directly heating the Liquefied
Hydrogen on the top of the core causing their slip off the
core and their existence in to the vents, generating that
extreme eruptions all over the Globe.

Although, the initial layer of liquefied Hydrogen on the core
(about 500-700 meters) and as a result of the extreme
gravitational pull will be there, despite the flames burn and
hopefuly will reduce the flames temperature, to a degree
below the core’s temperature avoiding depressurization. T.L.
